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Care Doc
Now Accessible for Hard of Hearing People

Currently, 115 Deaf people have registered to avail of this out of hours GP service in the South East
Region. The pilot phase has proven to be so successful that the service is now being extended to
include Hard of Hearing people who may experience difficulties using the telephone.

Get your registration form now from your local DeafHear.ie office.

Local doctors in your area and neighbouring areas have organised the service for patients with ur-
gent medical problems who need to contact a doctor after surgeries close. During these times pa-
tients will text (Number available on registering). A Receptionist at the Caredoc headquarters will
answer this number and take the patients details.

A nurse will text the patients back and give advice to the patients, or if necessary organise appoint-
ment times for patients to be seen at local treatment centres or arrange a home visit if necessary.
Appointments to see the doctor must be arranged by text before the patients attend the centres. In
this way doctors will be free to deal with urgent cases promptly.

Joanne Davey and Anne Crowe
from DeafHear , and members of
the Irish Tinnitus Association
organised a tinnitus information
meeting on Wednesday 26 Au-
gust in Lochrann House in Wex-
ford. There was a tremendous
turnout — far exceeding the ex-
pectations of the organisers — 35-
40 attended the meeting.

Martin Carroll from the Irish
Tinnitus Association spoke about
the work of the Association and
about tinnitus in general, and
particularly about methods and
strategies for coping with tinni-
tus. There was a lively question
and answer session with many

people sharing their experiences
of tinnitus and how they deal
with it.

Over tea and coffee the discus-
sion continued, and in particular
the opinion expressed was that it
was very helpful for people with
tinnitus to meet and share their
experiences, as it is very difficult
for those who do not have tinni-
tus to really grasp the effect it
can have. The very fact of being
able to talk with those in the
same situation as ourselves is in
itself a form of self-help therapy.
As a result of the discussion sev-
eral people volunteered to form a
group to keep up the impetus
